Annex to the decree of the Rector of the University of Warsaw No. 74 from  July 8,  2019 regarding the Regulations defining the principles, conditions and procedures for granting and paying scholarships for students, PhD students, researchers and young scientists from Eastern and Central Europe, in particular Ukraine, Belarus and Russia and other countries from the list of recipient countries of the Official Development Assistance who carry out research projects in the fields of humanities and social sciences.
REGULATIONS

defining the rules, conditions and procedure for granting and paying scholarships for students, PhD students, researchers and young scientists from Eastern and Central Europe, in particular Ukraine, Belarus and Russia and other countries from the list of recipient countries of the Official Development Assistance who carry out projects in the disciplines of the humanities and  social sciences.

§ 1

General rules

1. The Regulations defining the rules, conditions and procedure for granting and paying scholarships to students, PhD students, researchers and young scientists from Eastern and Central Europe, in particular Ukraine, Belarus and Russia, and other countries from the list of recipient countries of the Official Development Assistance, who carry out scientific projects in the field of humanities and social sciences at the Faculty of "Artes Liberales" of the University of Warsaw, hereinafter named as the "Unit".

2. Scholarships referred to in the section 1, are financed by the National Academic Exchange Agency (in Polish Narodowa Agencja Wymiany Akademickiej), hereinafter named  as "NAWA", for the implementation of scientific research or development works and related tasks for the development of students, PhD students, researchers and young scientists.

3. Scholarships are awarded by competition regulated by the provisions of this Regulations.

4. Information on the rules of the competition for scholarships, the number of scholarship holders in a given year (no more than 100), the period of awarding the scholarship (no more than 12 months depending on the research task), is announced by the head of the Unit on the Unit's website, immediately after receiving information by the Unit on the allocation of funds from NAWA. 

5. The amount of the scholarship is 1,600.00 PLN per month.

6. The scholarship is paid to the bank account of the scholarship holder opened in a bank in Poland, in monthly allowance  by 10th day each month on the basis of an contract between the Unit and the Scholarship Holder.

7. The scholarship is paid only to people who are staying on the territory of the Republic of Poland, who do not work and / or who do not benefit from another scholarship at the Polish university.

8. The condition for the payment of the scholarship by the Unit is to have financial resources transferred for this purpose by the NAWA on the bank account.

§ 2

Competition Commission

1. The competition commission, hereinafter referred to as "the Commission" is appoints by the head of the Unit for the duration of his term.

2. Applications are examined by a five-person commission appointed from among research and teaching staff or researchers employed in the Unit, possessing at least a doctorate degree, and also representatives of student or PhD students self-governments.
3. The head of the Unit appoints the head of the Commission from among the members of the Commission.

§ 3

Application rules

1. Participants of full-time PhD studies at the Unit and other persons with the status of a student, young scientist or academic teacher can apply for the scholarship in accordance with art. 360 sec. 2 and art. 113 of the Act from 20 July 2018  Law on Higher Education and Science (Journal of Laws item 1668, as amended).

2. Scholarships are awarded in response to the application of a PhD student or another person having the status of a student, young scientist or academic teacher by way of an internal competition announced by the head of the Unit. The application for the grant, the scholarship, hereinafter referred to as the "Application" could be found in Appendix No. 1 to this Regulations.

3. The Application should be submitted in the place indicated in the announcement referred to in § 1 sec. 4, in accordance with the announced schedule of meetings of the Competition Commission (the date of the flow decides).

§ 4

Competition criteria

The Commission establishes the ranking of  PhD students and other persons applying for scholarships for financing the activity consisting the implementation of scientific research or development works, taking into account the sum of points in the following criteria:

1) previous scientific achievements (e.g. participation in research, publications, organization of events, project coordination, etc.) - from 0 to 10 points;

2) participation in  scientific research, assessment of the planned research task, granted scholarships, prizes and distinctions and scientific experience gained outside the home unit in the country or abroad, participation in international and national conferences, workshops, etc. - from 0 to 10 points;
3)  in the case of students, the current course of education - grades from the baccalaureate or studies, scientific achievements (e.g. participation in research, publications, participation in seminars, conferences, etc.) - from 0 to 5 points.

§ 5

Rules for applications examination

1. The Commission composed of at least three persons shall consider applications containing all the required elements. Incomplete applications will not be considered.

2. The application may be withdrawn at any stage of the competition procedure, at the written request of the applicant submitted to the head  of the Commission.

3. Applications are examined within three weeks from the deadline for submitting the Application, determined in accordance with the announced schedule of meetings of the Commission.

4. The decision of the Commission is taken by simple majority.

5. The ranking lists of candidates drawn up by the Commission (accepted list,  not accepted list and reserve list) are notified to the head of the Unit, who immediately informs about the results of the Competition by posting a list on the Unit's website.

6. A decision of the Commission may be appealed to the head of the Unit, which must be submitted within seven days from the date of announcing the information referred to in sec. 5.

7. Appeals are examined by the head of the Unit after consulting the Commission.

§ 6

Scholarship payment

1. The head of the unit signs a contract with the person applying for the scholarship within seven days from the date of the Scholarship Holder arrival (i.e. the first day of the month) according to the template from the Appendix 2 to this Regulations (in Polish, English or Russian).

2. Payment of the scholarship follows the signing of the contract referred to in sec. 1 between the Unit represented by the head of the Unit and the Scholarship Holder.
3.  The contract sets out the terms and conditions for the payment of the scholarship and the rights and obligations of the parties.

§ 7

Report of the results

1. The Scholarship Holder is obliged to submit a report on the implementation of the research task until the last day of the month, ending the period for which the scholarship was granted.

2. The report is submitted on the Report form on the Scholarship Holder's scientific activity, the template of which is attached as Appendix 3 to the Regulations.

§ 8

Suspension, withholding and deprivation of the right to receive and withdrawal of the scholarship

1. The head of the Unit suspends the payment of the scholarship in case of the absence of financial resources referred to in § 1 sec. 2 on the Unit's bank account  until the time of receiving of these funds. 

2. Scholarship Holder may submit a statement on resignation from the scholarship within one month from the date of the decision on awarding the scholarship. Submission of the statement results in termination of the contract referred to in § 6 and loss of the right to collect the scholarship.

3. The Head of the Unit may revoke the decision to award the scholarship at the request of the Scholarship Holder, which results in the termination of the contract referred to in § 6 and the loss of the right to collect the scholarship.

4. The scholarship payment may be withheld if the Scholarship Holder violates the rules of the Regulations, the provisions of the contract referred to in § 6. The decision in this matter is taken by the head of the Unit. If the investigation procedure clears the Scholarship Holder of the charges - the scholarship payment will be resumed and the outstanding scholarship paid out. If the charges are confirmed - the head of the Unit issues a decision on depriving the Scholarship Holder of the right to receive the scholarship. This  decision results in the termination of the contract referred to in § 6 and the loss of the right to benefit from the scholarship.
5. The provisions of sec. 4 is applied accordingly in the case of not submitting the report in due time, failure  to complete the report requested by the Commission, or negative assessment of the report. The decision on this matter is made by the head of the Unit at the request of the Commission.

6. Deleting  the Scholarship Holder being  PhD student  from the list of doctoral students,  results in the termination of contract referred to in § 6 and lose the right to the scholarship.
7. The payment of the scholarship stops on the first day of the month following the month in which the decision on deletion became final. The head of the Unit calls the Scholarship Holder to return the collected scholarship.

§ 3

§ 4

1. The contract is terminated in the cases specified in § 8 of this Regulations.

2. The scholarship payment may be suspended in case of the absence of funds referred to in § 1 sec. 1 of this Contract, on the Unit's bank account.

3. The scholarship may be suspended in the cases specified in § 8 sections 4 and 5 of this Regulations.

4. The Scholarship Holder may lose the right to collect the scholarship or be deprived of the right to collect the scholarship under the rules specified in § 8 of the Regulations.
5. The Scholarship Holder is obliged to return the collected scholarship in cases and on the principles specified in § 8 of this Regulations, in particular in cases of repealing the scholarship decision, depriving the Scholarship Holder of the right to collect the scholarship and in the case of a doctoral student  being excluded  from the doctoral studies.
§ 5

1. In matters not covered by this Contract, the provisions of the Civil Code are applied.

2. All disputes arising from this Contract shall be resolved by courts competent for the University.

3. All changes to the Contract must be made in writting, in the form of an appendix, failing which the  changes shall not be valid.
4. The contract was drawn up in two identical copies, one for each party.
